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Tea history

I've sipped a steaming mug of Henry Langdon’s
Lemongrass and Ginger tea on a cool night tucked in
amudbrick house in the bush, gulped it tepid when
interrupted at home and swigged it chilled with slices of
lemon on a hot afternoon by the beach. It’s an uplifting,
delicate brew suited to any occasion. The herbal infusion
(it’s not really a tea) is part of a new range that includes
single-estate loose-leaf teas and a punchy, high-quality
tmug: ILE B ~  chai spice fusion. Langdon was a tea merchant in the
1850s and five generations later, the company is run by
descendant Chris Langdon. The Darjeeling Margaret’s
Hope Estate tea is another standout in the range, with a
deep muscatel taste and a sweet, mellow aroma.
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Henry Langdon blends come in 1009 canisters and
refill pouches, $7.95 to $11.95; available at Leo’s,
Kew; Mr Deli, Geelong; Senserrick’s, Keilor; and Top
